INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

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1. Remove stock air fi lter per owners manual.
2. Using the provided K&N sealing grease, place a bead of grease around the parameter of the fi lter.  
 Note: This is to help with the installation of sliding the K&N air fi lter in the air box and later 
 removal.  Fig 1
3. With the sealing side of the K&N air fi lter facing the rear of the air box, proceed to push the air 
 fi lter into the air box.  
 Note: Apply pressure to the air fi lter on the outside edges so damage of the pleats does
 not occur. Fig 2
4. To ensure that the fi lter is in all of the way make sure that the seal is fl ush with the air box. Fig 3
5. Reinstall the air box cover and tighten screw. Fig 4
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
